Praise and thanksgiving is not contingent upon our circumstances.  


A healthy church is ready to praise.  


Ephesians 5:18-20 

“Do not get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery. Instead, be 
filled with the Spirit, speaking to one another with psalms, hymns, and 
songs from the Spirit. Sing and make music from your heart to the 
Lord, always giving thanks to God the Father for everything, in the 
name of our Lord Jesus Christ.”


Colossians 3:15-17 

“Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, since as members of one 
body you were called to peace. And be thankful. Let the message of 
Christ dwell among you richly as you teach and admonish one another 
with all wisdom through psalms, hymns, and songs from the Spirit, 
singing to God with gratitude in your hearts. And whatever you do, 
whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving 
thanks to God the Father through Him.”

Jesus said, “It is written, ‘You shall worship the Lord your God and 
serve Him only.’”

“Therefore, since we receive a kingdom which cannot be shaken, let 
us show gratitude, by which we may offer to God an acceptable 
service with reverence and awe.”


Hebrews 13:15-16 

“So let’s continually offer up a sacrifice of praise through him, which is 
the fruit from our lips that confess his name. Don’t forget to do good 
and share what you have because God is pleased with these kinds of 
sacrifices.”

- Discuss the idea that healthy churches are filled with people that 
come to give.  What would unhealthy expressions look like?  Do you 
know what you bring and have to give when the church gathers?
